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Guidelines for the preparation and
writing process of your dissertation

INTRODUCTION

These notes are intended to provide general guidance to suitable style and matters of presentation
of Ph.D. theses to ensure a uniform appearance of the theses of the Department. As the notes
cannot be exhaustive, for further queries authors are advised to consult any well- known style
manual.

Length of the thesis
The thesis (i.e. the main body) should be between 80.000-100.000 words long.

Presentation
The candidate should submit one copy to each of the seven examiners, and later three extra copies
for the library bound in blue hard covers. The front cover and the spine should bear the candidate’s
name and the title of the thesis.

Athesis has three main parts: the front matter or preliminaries, the text and the back matter.
Each of these main parts may consist of several parts.

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PRELIMINARIES

Title page

The title page should include the name of the university, the exact title of the thesis, the
candidate’s name, the statement “A thesis submitted for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy”, the
name of the department and the date (month of submission and year). All these should be in bold
letters (with the exception of the statement), centred with generous spacing between them, and
only the title of the thesis should be capitalised without quotation marks. If your title includes a
title of another work, italicise the incorporated title. The font size should be the same as that of
the thesis.

Dedication
Dedications are optional, usually brief and need not include the word “Dedicated”. “To” is
sufficient:

To Harriet
with no final punctuation. The dedication, typed in upper or lower case should be placed on the
right hand side, 8cm. from the top of the page.

Acknowledgements

In the acknowledgements, the author may wish to thank supervisors, colleagues, family, friends,
etc. and list the individuals or institution(s) that supported the research. The heading
“acknowledgements” should be in bold, in uppercase and centred over the text. The format of this
page should be the same as that of the first pages of any chapter.

Table of Contents

The table of contents lists all the parts of the thesis except the title page and dedication. All levels
(headings and subheadings) should be included. Page numbers should be aligned to the right
preceded by period leaders. Double-space between items and single-space the rest.

Abstract
An abstract briefly summarises the contents of the thesis and should be about 350 words.

THE TEXT
In linguistics, the text should be separated into well-defined divisions, such as chapters, sections
and subsections. Avoid using too many levels of subsectioning.

Introduction

The text usually begins with an introduction, which may be called CHAPTER 1. If it is short, the
author may prefer to head it simply as INTRODUCTION and reserve the more formal generic
heading CHAPTER for the main body of the thesis. In either case the heading should be in capitals,

centred and bold.

Chapter

The main body of the thesis is divided into chapters. Each chapter begins on a new page and has
a generic heading and a title, both bold, centred, in upper-case above the text. The generic heading
of a chapter consists of the word CHAPTER followed by a number. The number must be given in
the form of Arabic numerals. The title, which describes the content of the chapter, is centred in
uppercase immediately below the generic heading. Then leave two blank spaces and write your
first heading.

Section and subsection

In linguistics, the chapters of theses are divided into sections and these into subsections, and so
on. Such divisions are customarily given titles, called subheadings, which are differentiated as first-
, second- and third-level subheadings. Titles for headings and subheadings of each chapter should
be consecutively numbered and aligned to the left of the page. Leave two spaces before and one
after each heading but leave one space before and one after all subheadings. Start with number
1, not 0. Use bold lettering for headings and italics for subheadings.

Basic directions for laying out the text

Paper and margins

The text should be typed on good quality white A4 paper (210x297mm). Only one side of the
paper should be used. Times New Roman, font size 12 is recommended.

Leave a margin of 3cm. on each of the three (top, bottom, right) sides of the paper and 4cm.
on the left, since binding reduces the margin. The bottom margin may be shortened by one line,
where an extra line of text may help avoid beginning the next page with a very short line. This is
usually done automatically by many computer programs. The top margin on the first page of all
new chapters may also be wider by one space. Justify your right margins but make sure that no
large gaps of white spaces are left. When lines are automatically justified by a computer, proofread
all hyphenation very carefully and consult a good English dictionary as the rules are very different
from those in Greek.

Spacing
The whole text should be double-spaced, except for long quotations, notes and long headings
which should be single-spaced.

Pagination

Assign a number to all pages of the thesis except for blank pages in the beginning of the thesis
(before the main body of the text) and dedication pages which are not counted in the pagination
of the thesis. On the title page and in the table of contents the number is not shown but the page
is counted in the pagination.

For the preliminaries, number with small roman numerals (ii, iii, iv, etc.) centred at the

oussn

bottom of each page. The numbering begins with “ii” or “iii” as the title and dedication pages count

as “i” and “ii” but although these numbers not appear on the page. Number the remaining parts,
including text, appendices, notes, etc. with Arabic numerals centred at the bottom of the page.
The numbers should be placed 1.5 cm. both from the bottom of the page and the text. Begin the
numbering of the pages with “2”, as the first page does not bear a number, and continue

consecutively to the end.

Quotations

Any quotations you use in your paper should be convincing and very important and should be
made an integral part of your text if they are short. Short, direct prose quotations of about 60
words or fewer should be incorporated into the text and enclosed in double quotation marks,
reserving single quotations for quotations within quotations. Longer quotations of more than 60
words or about five lines are set off single-spaced in smaller font, indented five spaces on both
sides and without quotation marks. If you are quoting a poem follow the conventions, indentation,
etc. of the original. In general, you should do little direct copying. A thesis should not consist of a
list of quotations. When you are quoting, quote accurately the wording, spelling and capitalisation
of the original. When you are paraphrasing, use your own sentence structure and phraseology,
not a slightly altered version of your source because there is the danger of copying the style of the
source, and this will inevitably be different from your own.

It is sometimes necessary for the writer to insert in a quotation a word or more of
explanation, clarification or correction. All such insertions must be included in square brackets
[ ] and not parentheses because it will be unclear who inserted the parenthetic element. To assure
the reader that an incorrect spelling or word was in the original matter quoted, the Latin word sic
‘so’ is italicised and placed in square brackets [sic]. For example, “the corresponding notes
theselves [sic] are placed...”. If the writer would like to emphasize a word or phrase by using italics,
bold or underlining, the words “emphasis mine” should be added in square brackets immediately
after the emphasized material. For example, “you should follow exactly the style found in the
original [emphasis mine] material”. If the elements were emphasized in the original, then you may
add in square brackets [emphasis in the original].

Examples

If you use examples as data in your thesis, and they are incorporated in your text, enclose them in
double quotation marks. If the example is in Greek, then it should be italicised followed by its
translation in single quotation marks. If you use a word or phrase in Greek or any language other
than English, then the word or phrase should be italicised, and if its translation follows, it should
be included in single quotation marks. For example:

In Polish (Jaworski 1993:71), there is the verb przemilczec ‘to be silent about something’, in the
sense of failing to mention something. In Greek, too, there is a verb anmoociwmnw ‘fail to mention
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something’.

Examples not incorporated in the text should be aligned to left and followed by a word-for- word
translation and a literal translation, where necessary without quotation marks. Use Greek
characters for examples in Greek. For example:

H owwnn elval xpuoog
The silence is gold
Silence is golden.

Use single space if your examples are longer than one line. If you use extracts as data, set them
off as with quotations. Instead of repeating the name(s) of the author(s) and the full title of the
source, invent and use a coding system which will distinguish the extracts from actual quotations.
For example, if you use two papers by Susan Brown, one by Jeremy Hulton, etc. as data you could
call them B1, B2, H1 etc. or SB1, SB2, JH1, etc. Include this information immediately after the
extract, for example [SB1:35] and explain your coding system the first time it occurs in a note.

Miscellaneous
e When you introduce a new term or notion, whether your own or borrowed, enclose it in
double quotation marks.
e If you want to emphasise a word or phrase, use italics.
e If you use list of words, enclose them in double quotation marks. For
example, “... contact verbs such as “phone”, “dial” and “write” serve as
directives...”.

References/ Documentation

Such acknowledgement is achieved by references. References in the body of a thesis or in
footnotes should document the information or opinion offered, to allow the reader, if s/he wishes,
to check the evidence on which an argument is based. A reference must, therefore, enable the
reader to find the source referred to as quickly and as easily as possible. This can be done in two
ways:

(i)  You can incorporate this information in your text, normally in parentheses (author - date
system).

(ii)  You can use numbered notes placed at the bottom of the page (footnotes).

Citation by the author - date system

References in the text should give the last name(s) of the author(s), the year of publication and,
where relevant, the page(s) referred to, or the year of publication and the page(s) if the author’s
name is mentioned in the text. This information is enclosed in brackets. For example:
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. One work by a single author

Smith (1983) compared reaction times...
In a recent study of reaction times (Smith 1983) ... [no comma is needed after the name]

Page number(s) is(are) necessary when you quote, paraphrase or refer to specific ideas, etc. For
example:
The telephone is a relatively recent invention; nevertheless, “very definite rules surround its
usage” (Chaika 1982:72).

Leave no space between the colon and the page number. Abbreviations like p. (page) or pp.
(pages) are unnecessary, unless used to avoid confusion. Use exact inclusive page numbers in
preference to f. (following page) or ff. (following pages). For example, use (Chaika 1982:72-73)
instead of (Chaika 1982:72f) and (Chaika 1982:72-75) instead of (Chaika 1982:72ff).

Initials for first names and titles should not be used in the text. For example, we do not write
“E. Chaika (1982:75) claims ...” or “Prof. Chaika (1982:75) claims ...”. Initials for first names can be
used only when two authors have the same last name to avoid confusion.

. One work by two or more authors

Use the names of all authors for the first citation. For example:
Williams, Jones, Smith and Bradner (1983) found ...

but use the Latin et al. ‘and others’ in italics in all subsequent citations. For example:
Williams et al. (1983) claim ...

If many authors are cited on the same issue, use commas after the year to distinguish between
them. For example:
(Chomsky 1965, Tannen 1992, Brusko 1995).

Arrange citations in alphabetical or chronological order.

The reference for a long quotation could be either incorporated in your text (see above) of
follow the quotation, enclosed in parentheses and aligned to the right. For example:

To the best of our knowledge, however, there is absolutely no evidence suggesting that this
kind of asocial individual causation of linguistic change really exists. But such questionable
devices can be dispensed with on the usual view, taken here, that language change occurs
solely via two independently motivated entities: the present (synchrony) and time (a
succession of presents, i.e., diachrony). (Lass 1997:10)
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The reference should be repeated instead of the Latin reference abbreviations ibid. ‘in the same
place’, op. cit. ‘in the work already quoted’ and /oc. cit. ‘in the passage, etc. already quoted’ as
these can be false friends. Use italics for any Latin abbreviations you may use. The use of “op.cit.”
and “loc. cit. formerly common is now discouraged. Note that “ibid.” can refer only to the
immediately preceding full reference. For example, “Leech (1983:27) states ... ibid.).”, “Leech
(1983) states ... (ibid. 60).”

If you use a quotation or information you found in a source other than the original state it clearly.
For example:
“Tannen, as quoted in Brown and Yule (1983:115), claims that ...”

Footnotes
Footnotes have four main uses: a) to cite the authority for statements in the text, specific facts or
opinions as well as exact quotations; b) to make cross-references; c) to make comments upon, to
amplify, or to qualify textual discussion which if inserted in the text would interrupt its flow; or d)
to make acknowledgements. Thus, footnotes are of two kinds: i) reference (a and b above) and ii)
content (c and d above). Content footnotes may include one or more references. The numbers
preceding footnotes must be superscripted and followed by one space. Single- space footnotes
but double space between them if you have more than one.

If the note is brief, insert it, within brackets, in the text itself; if it is lengthy, put it as a foot.
Your choice should be based on whether it interferes seriously with ease in reading the text.
Footnotes should start from number 1 for each chapter if placed at the bottom of each page. Care
must be taken to ensure that the final sequence is correct. The numerals in the text to mark
footnotes should come immediately after that part to which the footnote refers, should come
after all punctuation except in the case of a dash and should appear slightly above the text line

(superscript). In footnotes, the conventions concerning date and page number(s) are the same as
those above.

BACK MATTER

Appendix

An appendix, although by no means an essential part of every thesis, is a useful device to make
available to the reader material related to the text but not suitable for inclusion in it. An appendix
is a group of related items. Appendices, for example, may contain tables too detailed to be
included in the text, technical notes on method, copies of documents not generally available to
the reader, case studies too long to be put into the text, questionnaires, figures or other illustrative
material. All appendices should go at the end of the thesis, never at the end of the chapters to
which they may pertain. Materials of different categories should be placed in separate appendices.
If there are more than one appendices, each should be given a number (e.g.: APPENDIX 1,
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APPENDIX 2, etc.) and a title, which describes the contents, below the generic heading.
Appendices can be single- or double-spaced depending on the nature of the material.

References
The reference list is the last part of a thesis. Only references listed in the text are included in the
reference list. This can be given the title “references” capitalised, bold and centred. The reference
list should be single-spaced throughout. The first line of each entry is flush left and all subsequent
lines, if any, are indented 0.5 inches/ 1.27 cm.

When preparing the reference list, follow The Chicago Manual of Style, author-date system,
or the APA style guidelines. For example:

CONTENT AND EVALUATION

Your dissertation must be written in English and it should be between 80.000-100.000 words long. Your
thesis should be original and focused on the topic expressed in the title of your dissertation. The
dissertation should be organized in chapters that demonstrate coherent development. It must also
demonstrate adequate knowledge of the relevant critical and theoretical bibliography, which must be
cited in the text according to the rules described in these guidelines. Plagiarism is a serious offence and is
a reason for failure.

Your dissertation must demonstrate the following:

- original critical thought

- focus on the topic under investigation (as given in the title)

- coherence of content

- adequate research and sufficient knowledge and use of critical and theoretical material

- satisfactory presentation (style, academic discourse, references in the text)
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- accurate citation of all entries referred to in the text
A very good dissertation will in principle contain publishable material.

FORMATTING

e Your dissertation should be typed in Times New Roman, font size 12

e Spacing should be 1.5 lines

e Print only on one side of the paper with the following margins: top-bottom 2.54cm, left
3.50cm and right 3.17cm.

e Number all pages, except the first page of each chapter, consecutively throughout the
dissertation in the upper right-hand corner. Page 1 will be the first page of your text
(Introduction). For the preliminaries (title page, acknowledgements, table of contents, etc.)
you may use roman numerals (but not on the title page).

e Indent the first line of each paragraph five spaces (or press tab once) from the left margin.

e Justify the right margins.

Dedication

Dedications are optional, usually brief and need not include the word “Dedicated”. “To” is sufficient:
To Harriet

with no final punctuation. The dedication, typed in upper or lower case should be placed on the

right-hand side, 8cm. from the top of the page.

Abstract

The abstract should be no more than a single page and should summarise the thesis and scope of
the dissertation. The abstract (in English) should appear after the title page. An abstract in Greek
should appear at the end of the dissertation.

Acknowledgements

In the acknowledgements, the author may wish to thank supervisors, colleagues, family,
friends, etc. and list the individuals or institution(s) that supported the research. The heading
“acknowledgements” is bold, in uppercase and centred over the text. The format of this page
should be the same as the first page of any chapter.
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Table of Contents

The contents page will indicate the numbering, the titles of all chapters, sections and subsections,
and the page in the dissertation where they occur. Page numbers should be aligned to the right
preceded by period leaders. See Appendix 2.

THE TEXT: CHAPTERS AND HEADINGS

The main body of the thesis is divided into chapters, sections, and possibly sub-sections. The
dissertation usually begins with an introduction, which precedes Chapter 1. Each chapter begins
on a new page and has a title, in bold, centred, and in upper case above the text. Leave two blank
spaces and write your first heading aligned to the left. All headings of a chapter should be
numbered consecutively. Use bold for headings and italics for sub-headings. Leave two spaces
before and one after each heading but leave one space before and one after each sub-heading.
For example, if this is the second chapter of your dissertation:

2. GENDER AND RACIAL DIFFERENCE IN OTHELLO

2.1 Introduction

2.2 Questions of Subjectivity and Ideology

REFERENCES
Remember that when you are using material and ideas that come from the work of others, you
need to give proper credit by citing your sources. If you fail to cite a source, whether deliberately
or accidentally, you are guilty of plagiarism — of presenting as your own work the words and ideas
of others.

References (in the body of a dissertation) should document the information or opinion
offered, to allow the reader, if s/he wishes to check the evidence on which an argument is based.
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A reference must, therefore, enable the reader to find the source referred to as quickly and easily

as possible. This can be done in the following way:

Incorporate this information in your text, in parentheses (In-Text or parenthetical
Citation). References in the text should give the name(s) of the author(s) and the page(s)
referred to, or only the page number(s) if the author’s name is mentioned in the sentence
incorporating or introducing the quotation. This information is enclosed in brackets. No
comma is used between the name and the page number.

If more than one source by the same author is being used in the dissertation, then the
parenthesis should include a shortened version of the title, followed by the page number.
The name of the author should precede the title in the parenthesis only if it is not
mentioned in the sentence.

When introducing an author/source for the first time in your text, please use their full name and,

if needed, their credentials. E.g., “The notable Byron critic Jerome McGann has remarked...”.

Subsequent references should be by last name only.

Examples of In-Text/Parenthetical Citations

Human beings have been described as "symbol-using animals" (Burke 3).

... as has been discussed elsewhere (Burke 3; Dewey 21).

Wordsworth stated that Romantic poetry was marked by a "spontaneous overflow of powerful
feelings" (263).

Romantic poetry is characterized by the "spontaneous overflow of powerful feelings"
(Wordsworth 263).

Wordsworth extensively explored the role of emotion in the creative process (263).

Lightenor has argued that computers are not useful tools for small children ("Too Soon" 38),

though he has acknowledged elsewhere that early exposure to computer games does lead to

better small motor skill development in a child's second and third year ("Hand-Eye Development"

17).

Visual studies, because it is such a new discipline, may be "too easy" (Elkins, "Visual Studies" 63).

ENDNOTES
Because long explanatory notes can be distracting to readers, most academic style guidelines

(including the MLA) recommend limited use of endnotes. Footnotes should be avoided. You should

use endnotes for evaluative bibliographic comments.

The endnotes should be listed on a separate page titled Notes in bold (no quotation marks
or italics), and should appear at the end of each chapter. The notes themselves are listed

by consecutive superscript arabic numbers and appear in 1.5 line spacing in regular

paragraph format (a new paragraph for each note). Indent the first line of each note by

one tab. Consecutive lines should be flush left.

In the main text, endnotes in MLA format are indicated by consecutively-numbered
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superscript arabic numbers appearing after the punctuation of the phrase or clause the
note refers to. Numerals in the text should come immediately after that part to which the
note refers.

Examples of endnotes:

Some have argued that such an investigation would be fruitless.®

Scholars have argued for years that this claim has no basis,” so we would do well to ignore it.

QUOTATIONS
Any quotations you use in your dissertation should be convincing and very important. In general,

you should do very little direct copying. A dissertation should not consist of a list of quotations.

You are expected to gather ideas and passages from your sources, digest them thoroughly, and

relate them to your views, always, of course, citing your sources. When you are quoting, quote

accurately the wording, spelling, and capitalisation of the original.

For gquotations incorporated in your text, use double quotation marks, and for
guotations within quotations, single marks.

If you add a word or words in a quotation, you should put square brackets around the
words to indicate that they are not part of the original text. For example:

Jan Harold Brunvand, in an essay on urban legends, states: "some individuals [who retell
urban legends] make a point of learning every rumor or tale" (78).

If you omit a word or words from a quotation, you should indicate the deleted word or
words by using ellipsis marks, which are three periods ... each one preceded and followed
by a space (no parenthesis or brackets). Do not use ellipsis at the end of a quotation. Make
sure that the resulting passage is grammatically complete and correct. For example:

In an essay on urban legends, Jan Harold Brunvand notes that "some individuals make a
point of learning every recent rumor or tale . . . and in a short time a lively exchange of
details occurs" (78).

To use short quotations (fewer than four typed lines of prose or three lines of verse) in
your text, enclose the quotation within double quotation marks. Provide the author and
specific page citation (in the case of verse, provide line numbers) according to the In- Text
Citation rules, and include a complete reference on the Works Cited page. Punctuation
marks such as periods, commas, and semicolons should appear after the parenthetical

citation. Examples:
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e According to some, dreams express "profound aspects of personality" (Foulkes 184), though
others disagree.

e According to Foulkes's study, dreams may express "profound aspects of personality" (184).

e Cullen concludes, "Of all the things that happened there / That's all | remember" (11- 12).

e Place quotations longer than four typed lines in a free-standing block of text, and omit
guotation marks. Start the quotation on a new line, with the entire quote indented 1.5 cm
from the left margin; maintain 1.5 line spacing. Indent the first line of the quotation by one
tab only if you are citing multiple paragraphs. Your parenthetical citation should come after
the closing punctuation mark (unlike in-text references where the closing punctuation
mark follows the parenthetical citation). When quoting verse, maintain original line
breaks. (You should maintain 1.5 line-spacing throughout your essay.)

Examples:
For prose quotations:
Nelly Dean treats Heathcliff poorly and dehumanizes him throughout her narration:

They entirely refused to have it in bed with them, or even in their room, and | had no
more sense, so, | put it on the landing of the stairs, hoping it would be gone on the
morrow. By chance, or else attracted by hearing his voice, it crept to Mr. Earnshaw's door,
and there he found it on quitting his chamber. Inquiries were made as to how it got there; |
was obliged to confess, and in recompense for my cowardice and inhumanity was sent out of
the house. (Bronte 78)

For poetry quotations:
In her poem "Sources," Adrienne Rich explores the roles of women in shaping their world:

The faithful drudging child

the child at the oak desk whose penmanship,

hard work, style will win her prizes

becomes the woman with a mission, not to win prizes
but to change the laws of history. (23-27)

For drama quotations:
“Read ‘Kubla Khan,”” he tells the narrator (36).
“What a wonderful little almanac you are, Celia!” Dorothea Brooke responds to her sister
(7). Is it possible that dreams may express "profound aspects of personality" (Foulkes
184)?

A short time later Lear loses the final symbol of is former power, the soldiers who make up his train:
GONERIL. Hear me, my lord.
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What need you five-ane-twenty, ten or five, To
follow in a house where twice so many Have a
command to tend you?

REGAN. What need one?

LEAR. O, reason not the need! (2. 4. 254-58)

Punctuation with quotations: Periods and commas should be placed before the closing quotation

marks. Question marks and exclamation points should appear within the quotation marks if they

are a part of the quoted passage but after the parenthetical citation if they are a part of your text;

semi-colons that are not part of the quotation should always appear after the closing quotation

marks (or after the parenthetical citation, as applicable). Examples:

“Poets,” according to Shelley,” are the unacknowledged legislators of the World” (794).

WORKS CITED
Basic Rules

A Works Cited list consists only of books, articles, etc. used in the text of your

dissertation.

Begin your Works Cited page on a separate page at the end of your dissertation.

Label the page Works Cited in bold (do not underline the words Works Cited or put
them in quotation marks), and centre the words Works Cited at the top of the page.

List authors/editors alphabetically according to their last name.

Use 1.5 line spacing for all citations, but do not skip spaces between entries.

If an entry runs more than one line, indent the subsequent line (hanging 1.27) from the left
margin.

List page numbers of sources efficiently, when needed. If you refer to a journal article that
appeared on pages 225 through 250, list the page numbers on your Works Cited page as
225-50.

Capitalize each word in the titles of articles, books, etc., but do not capitalize articles, short
prepositions, or conjunctions unless one is the first word of the title or subtitle: Gone with
the Wind, The Art of War, There Is Nothing Left to Lose.

Use italics for titles of larger works (books, Journals) and quotation marks for titles of
shorter works (poems, articles).

The entries should follow the MLA Handbook for Writers of Research Papers guidelines (latest

edition).
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APPENDICES

Any appendices should appear at the end of the dissertation, after the chapters but before the
Works Cited list. They should be numbered consecutively and each appendix should have a title.
Numbers and titles of appendices should appear in the table of contents.

PROOFREADING

All your work should be carefully proofread before it is handed in. Typographical errors, spelling
mistakes etc. make a very bad impression. It is your responsibility to edit your work and to make
sure that the language is accurate and the style appropriate. You will need to read the dissertation
at least twice in order to be sure of its accuracy. Remember that the quality of your writing is one
element that is taken into account during the evaluation process.

PREPARING YOUR DISSERTATION FOR SUBMISSION

Once your final draft has been approved for submission by your supervisor and the two members
of your committee, you will need to make seven bound copies (one for each examiner) and submit
them, together with a CD of your dissertation, to the Secretary’s office (4t floor).
